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Below is a reminder from the university about the conduct during the summer vacation.

(1) To take precautions against the COVID-19 and leisure.

With "Activity Standards for Novel Coronavirus Infections" dated July 9, 2021. make every effort to
prevent the spread of novel coronavirus infections and manage your physical condition, including
heatstroke.

If you have the opportunity to go to the beach, river, or mountain for leisure, be aware of the threat
of nature, judge situations carefully, and protect yourself. Gather information on the location,
prepare, and confirm safety before planning and conducting the activity.

(2) To prevent victimization from sexual and other forms of crimes.



*Pass on busy, well-lit streets.

* Avoid is going out late at night.

* Always lock the front door and balcony sash.

X If you have trouble finding a place to escape, please run to the guard station at the
university's main gate. (24-hour support)

(3) To be aware of suspicious solicitation.

Aum Shinrikyd, which caused the sarin gas attack on the subway and other heinous incidents, is still
active today, recruiting young people under the guise of social networking sites for students, clubs,
etc., hiding their names.

*They now call themselves "Aleph" and "Hikari no Wa."

*They don't say their real name when they solicit.

*They would approach and tell you that they are taking a yoga class or discussing a problem.
There are various other recruiting activities other than the above, so please be careful about
suspicious invitations.

(4) To obey traffic rules.
Many of you may be getting your driver's license during the summer, but please be sure to drive
safely and observe good traffic manners. Both the perpetrator and the victim will be unhappy.

Drive with caution, especially at intersections with no traffic lights and roads with poor visibility.

To enjoy the summer vacation, please follow the rules of society and protect yourself.
