TUT Global House is a shared housing accommodation. Japanese and international
students live together in an environment with diverse cultures, values and population
from different countries co-existing within the campus. TUT Global House was
established for the purpose of providing "Living & Learning" opportunities. It allows
students to have a fulfilling life and acquire skills (required for the global society)
through our living and learning support and event planning during a stay at TUT
Global House.

Especially for the Global Technology Architects Course (GAC), designed to develop
creative engineers and researchers with a high level of planning and design
capabilities, living in the TUT Global House is considered as a necessary
complement to the regular curriculum of GAC. Therefore, all GAC students are
required to stay in the Multicultural Boarding House while they are taking GAC.

TUT Global House provides students with a perfect opportunity to experience
international living and to learn and practice by themselves on campus, as well as to
acquire high level abilities necessary for the global leaders, such as comprehensive
understanding of diverseness, communication ability, leadership, management
ability, higher cooperativeness and problem solving ability. | hope that our students
will take this opportunity to challenge, grow and develop lifelong skills and
connections.
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1 Overview of Student Dormitory

(1) Purpose
TUT Global House, a shared Dormitory accommodation, was established in line with the new Global
Technology Architects Course (April 2017). Japanese and international students are living together
in the TUT Global House providing an environment where diverse population, cultures and values
from different countries can co-exist. By living in bilingual environment where Japanese and
international students communicate in English as the common language, high level capabilities
required for the global society will be developed.

(2) Management and Administration
The Student Dormitory is managed in accordance with the “Residential Rules for the Student
Dormitory of Toyohashi University of Technology” (see page 11). The Student Affairs Division is in
charge of the administration.
Student dormitories are university management facilities. When you are absent due to management,
emergency, inspection, etc.
Please be aware that we may enter your room.

(3) General Behavioral Rules
Each resident is expected to respect the rules and act in a supportive, responsible manner to
maintain a healthy environment based on individual initiative in the Student Dormitory, as well as
general apartments.
If you break the rules, continuously cause trouble for other residents, not follow the instructions
given by the university, or not improve your manners, it may result in the termination of your

residency.

2 Fees and Charges

(1) Breakdown of Fees and Charges (the amount is subject to change.)
(A) Accommodation Fee and Common Service Expenses:
Accommodation fee: 24,270 JPY per month;
Common Service Expenses: 290 JPY per month.
*While you live in the student dormitory, you are responsible for the accommodation fees, etc.
during your training period (internship, etc.) as well.
(B) Electricity, Gas and Water Utility Charges
(a) Charges required to pay as your own usage
-Electricity charge of your own private room
(b) Expenses equally divided and paid by the residents of the unit.
-Electricity, gas and water charges for common spaces of each unit.
(C) Deposits
A deposit of 40,000 JPY must be paid when you move into the unit. The balance of your
deposit will be refunded to your bank account after deducting electricity, heating and water
utility charges for the month when you move out from the unit.
(D) Cleaning Charge
Cleaning Charge of 15,000 JPY must be paid to Daiwa Living. Co., Ltd. By bank transfer after
you move in. It will be used to clean your private room when you move out.
(E) Lease Items
Leasable items such as a bed, desk and chair, etc. are available for residents to lease by extra
charge. If you would like to lease some items, please contact us.
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(2) Paying your Fees and Charges
All fees and charges must be paid by direct debit from the student’s own bank account which is
specified by the university as Sumitomo Mitsui Banking Corporation, Toyohashi Branch. Therefore,
you need to open a bank account at the specified bank. Check your billing amount posted on the
1st floor of each building around the 12th of each month and deposit that amount into your bank
account before the <the 19th> of the month. If you fail to pay three monthly payments (three times
or more), you will have to leave the Student Dormitory.

* In the month that you move into the Student Dormitory, the total amount of fees and charges
(monthly accommodation fee of 24,270 JPY, monthly shared expenses of 290 JPY and deposit of
40,000 JPY) (amount subject to change) will be debited from your bank account. From the
following month after moving in, the total amount of the accommodation fee, shared expenses and
electricity, heating and water utility charges will be debited from your bank account. After moving
in, cleaning charges of 15,000 JPY must be paid to Daiwa Living Co., Ltd. by bank transfer.

3 Facility and Equipment

(1) Precautions for using each facility

A key will be loaned to you on the day when your moving-in procedure is completed. You are
responsible for maintaining the key in accordance with the following instructions.

Instructions for handling accommodation key

1 One key only will be loaned to the resident.

2 The resident must not duplicate the key or lend the key to anyone.

3 If the resident loses or damages the key, it should be reported to the Students Affairs
Division immediately.

4 The key must be returned when the resident moves out of the unit after receiving
moving-out inspection by Daiwa Living Co., Ltd.

Do not let anyone except residents visit or stay at your room from 22:00 to 6:00.

Do not allow other people to stay overnight in your room. (If you allow other people to stay
overnight in your room, your right to reside in the residence may be terminated.)

Females are prohibited to enter the male units and males are prohibited to enter the female
units. Offenders will lose their right to reside in the residence. Other residents of the same
unit may also lose their right to reside in the residence as offenders.

Out of consideration to your fellow residents, you may not make excessive or disruptive noise
at any time from a musical instrument, stereo, TV, radio, talking in loud voice (while playing a
game, phone calls at night, partying with friends), etc. You must exercise extra diligence
between 22:00 to 6:00 by using earphones, etc.

For security reasons, you must always lock the windows and the entrance doors when you
are going out and going to bed and as well as when you are away from the room ever for a
short time. (Residents of the 1st floor must take extra care.)

You must clean your room and balcony and ventilate the room regularly for hygiene reasons.
Do not place personal items outside of your room in the shared areas (living room, hallways,
stairways and balconies, etc.).

Do not use sticky tape, thumbtacks and pins, etc. as they will damage the wall surface.
Smoking(including electronic vaporizer style cigarettes [(IQOS etc.] ) is prohibited on
Campus. If you smoke inside the Student Dormitory building, your right to reside in the
residence may be terminated.

You must ventilate and dehumidify the room regularly during winter to prevent the walls, etc.
from getting moldy due to condensation.

Spare toilet paper, hand soap (for the hand basin) and vacuum cleaner dust paper packs for
the unit are stored in the Global House Office. Each resident must restock their own unit.
Using fire within the building (including the balconies) is strictly prohibited. Do not use a_
kerosene heater, a portable gas cooker, etc.

You are responsible for the use of the air conditioner in accordance with the following

instructions.

1 Pay careful attention to avoid blocking the outdoor unit fan. (If the fan is blocked,
malfunction of the air conditioner may occur.)

2 Each resident must clean the air conditioner filter and wipe the surface of the unit where
you can reach. (Clean once a month if the air conditioner is regularly used.)

3 If an air conditioner malfunction occurs due to lack of cleaning of the air conditioner filter,
you must pay for all the repair costs, etc.

4  If you have lost or damaged the remote controller, call Daiwa Living Co., Ltd. (See page
6 for the phone number) and Global House office immediately. (Compensatory payment
is required.)

5 Return the remote controller for the air conditioner to the holder when you are move out
of the unit.

You are responsible for the use of cooking equipment in accordance with the following

instructions.

1 Clean the IH cooker and microwave after every use. Always wipe up water and dirt.
(Water and dirt may cause malfunctions.)

2 Clean the extractor fan once a month.

3 If malfunction occurs due to lack of cleaning, you must pay for all the repair costs, etc.

Pets are prohibited. (Temporarily taking care of other people's pets is also prohibited.).

Clean the toilet and the washroom regularly.

Always clean the kitchen after every use to maintain a sanitary condition at all times.
Do not drain anything which may block the drainpipe (oil, food scraps, etc.) into the drain.
Each resident must replace the garbage bag, empty his/her own garbage can and take
garbage to the garbage collection point.
* Use special garbage bags designated by Toyohashi-city for "burnable garbage,” "food
scraps" and "unburnable garbage."
(These garbage bags can be purchased at the campus shop.)
Never leave fry pans or pots, etc. unattended while heating.
When a fire alarm is activated, call the Energy Center (TEL: 0532-44-6591).
Do not leave your personal belongings in the living room.

Do not take excessively lengthy showers in consideration of other residents.
When the entrance of the shower room gets wet, wipe it to keep it in pleasant condition for
the next person to use.

Residents of the unit must work together to clean and ventilate the shared areas of the unit
(lounge, kitchen, toilet and shower room, etc.) to keep them in a sanitary condition at all
times.

Hold a meeting in the unit to set rules of each unit for daily life inside the unit, such as
cleaning and taking the garbage out for garbage collection. When problems arise, try to
resolve the problems through discussion between the unit's residents.
The washing machine, clothes dryer, refrigerator, microwave, vacuum cleaner, cupboard,
dining table and chairs are available to use as shared equipment in the unit.
Each unit's residents must manage the unit's equipment, and in case of damage or
malfunctions at the facility and equipment, call Daiwa Living Co., Ltd. (See page 6 for the
phone number) and the Global House office immediately. If the facilities and equipment are
damaged, stained or lost due to an intentional act or gross negligence, compensatory
payment is required.

*If you have JEES “Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and

Research, these damages, stain or lost may be covered by this insurance.

Using the bathroom in the common building is prohibited as they are only for residents of the

buildings A to E to use.

Emergency food and drinking water for residents is always kept in case of disaster. However,
each resident should prepare their own emergency food and drinking water as well.
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(g) Residents are required to participate in cleaning of the Student Dormitory without exception.

(Twice a year, once between June and July, and again between November and December)

(h) When you move out of the Student Dormitory, be sure to remove your personal belongings

not only from your room but also from the shared areas.

(2) Using shared area (global assembly room (assembly hall) etc.)
(@) When using global assembly room, follow the specified procedures.
(b) Using fire within the Student Dormitory area is strictly prohibited.

Barbecue is prohibited even in the east square of G6 building in the Student Dormitory.

4 Dalily Living at Student Dormitory

(1) Way to Communicate to Residents
Various liaison matters for residents will be published on the notice board on the 1st floor of each
building. Make sure to check the notice board every day.
Private messages will be left in the private mailbox of each resident. Residents must check the
mailbox each day. In case of an emergency, emails will be sent to your e-mail address given by the
university. Therefore, check your email regularly and activate the forwarding setting to your usual
email address as required.

Make sure not to bring your cars, as your first year at the university students are not permitted
parking for their cars. (Motorcycles and mopeds are permitted to use after registering at the
Student Affairs Division.)

Only vehicles, motorcycles or mopeds that are necessary will be permitted to be kept at the
residence.

When bringing a car, motorcycle or moped to the residence, you must apply in advance without
exception. Submit the "Automobile Registration Application Form" to the Student Support desk
of the Student Affairs Division (reception No.5) and obtain an automobile registration sticker (for
residents) for parking the vehicle, motorcycle and moped at the residence.

Parking on the street near the residence, in the courtyard or on the grass is prohibited.

Parking area for residents of the Student Dormitory is limited to North, South, East and East
Second parking areas for vehicles. There is cycle parking space at West parking area of TUT
Global House for motorcycles and mopeds. Moving by car, motorcycle and moped on the
university premises is prohibited.

The university cannot issue the "certification of a parking space" even if purchasing a vehicle
after moving in the Student Dormitory.

Return the automobile registration sticker (for residents) when you move out the unit. If you
wish to drive the automobile (car, motorcycle and moped) on the university premises after
moving out the unit, apply at the Student Support desk of the Student Affairs Division to register
your automobile.

For motorcycles and mopeds, attach compulsory automobile liability insurance sticker
(insurance, mutual aid mark) on the upper left corner of the number plate. (The sticker must be
valid.)

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(8) Disposal of Garbage

(A) We request Toyohashi City to collect waste garbage of the Student Dormitory. You are
responsible for separating your own garbage in accordance with garbage classification rules of
Toyohashi City and take them to the garbage collection point which is in the TUT Global House
premises (see pagel4) on the specified date.

(B) You are also responsible for discarding large-sized refuse and recycling home appliances, in
accordance with the method described below.

(C) You must dispose of your own motorcycle, tire, battery and used oil, etc. by taking it to the store
where they were purchased from, etc. Never leave them at the garbage collection point, etc.
(The same rule applies to recycling home appliances and large-sized refuse.)

(D) Always use special garbage bags designated by Toyohashi-city for "burnable garbage," "food
scraps" and “unburnable garbage." (These garbage bags can be purchased at the campus
shop.)

How to discard large-sized refuse
and recycling home appliances

[Large-sized refuse]
An electric appliance with a length of 60 cm or longer,
furniture with dimension of H90 cm x W120 cm or longer,
others with length of 120 cm or longer
(Other daily necessities with a length under 120 cm shall be classified as unburnable
garbage.)

(Never place items there, as they will become obstacles during emergency
evacuation and fire extinguishing activities, etc.)

(B) Do not bring deleterious/poisonous substances, flammable hazardous goods (gasoline,
kerosene, etc.) into the accommodation building.

(C) All residents should check the locations of fire extinguishers, fire hydrants and emergency
escapes and how to operate them.

(10) Reporting Accident Occurrence

When the following incidents occur or may occur, report to the police station, fire station and the
Student Affairs Division (After hours: guard station) and follow the instructions given by them.
(A) Facility, equipment or fixtures are damaged or have gone missing.

(B) Accident, burglary

(C) Infectious diseases

(D) Door-to-door salesperson or religious solicitor came into the Global House premises

(A) Follow the Residential Rules for Student Dormitory of Toyohashi University of Technology (See
page 11).

(B) Pets are prohibited. (Do not feed any stray dogs and cats, etc.)

(C) Do not waste any electricity, gas or water in order to conserve energy. Car washing is strictly
prohibited.

(D) You are also expected to be considerate of others at any time. This means you must not cause
any unnecessary disturbance or annoyance such as students groups talking excessively loud
on the Student Dormitory premises including grass area.

(E) In the outdoor areas of the university premises, using fire is strictly prohibited except at SAKAKI
PARK (BBQ area). Violations of the rules, such as having a BBQ, fireworks, bon fire and
smoking outside of designated areas, etc. are subject to disciplinary action.

Room Assignment Change

For educational reasons, room assignment and unit members may be changed at the beginning of
new Academic year.

Moving out Procedures

When you move out of the Student Dormitory, you must advise the Student Affairs Division, three
weeks before your intended room inspection date. Before leaving, you must clean your private
room thoroughly, remove all personal belongings and garbage (Your private room needs to be
restored to its original condition when you move out), and receive an inspection to check facilities
and equipment, then follow the instructions given by the Student Affairs Division. Check your
personal mailbox also, and submit a moving-out notification to the city hall, etc.

Receiving your room inspection at the end of academic year
Final room inspection date is the day after the graduation ceremony. You can receive your

room inspection from one day after you move out. Be helpful so that the room will be ready for new
residents.

Going on to Graduate School
When you graduate from the university, you must move out the TUT Global House. If you wish to
move into the Student Dormitory building E, F, or G, you can apply (but you must pass screening).

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Residential Rules for Student Dormitory of Toyohashi University of Technology
(Rules No0.86 dated April 1, 2004)

(Object)
Article 1. These rules define the necessary matters regarding Student Dormitory of Toyohashi
University of Technology, in accordance with Article 58, Paragraph 2 of School Rules of
Toyohashi University of Technology (established on April 1, 1978)

(Purpose)
Article 2.  The purpose of Student Dormitory is to provide students with a good learning environment
to develop their cooperativeness through independence and autonomy of life.

(Management)
Article 3. Basic management policy for the Student Dormitory shall be set by the university president
after discussions with Student Life Committee meetings.

(Administration of Student Dormitory)
Article 4. Administration work for managing the Student Dormitory shall be carried out by the Student
Affairs Division.

(Right to Reside)

Article 5. A resident of the Student Dormitory must be a student of Toyohashi University of
Technology. However, residents who on a leave of absence or suspension for a school term,
university students exceeding the term of study described in Article 15 of School Rules of
Toyohashi University of Technology (hereinafter, "School Rules"), and graduate school
students exceeding the term of study described in Article 39 of the School Rules) shall be
excluded.

(Moving in Application)
Article 6. A student looking for accommodation in the Student Dormitory shall attach all necessary
documentation to the specified application form (hereinafter, "application") and submit it to
the university president.

(Screening)
Article 7. Criteria for screening a student for acceptance as a resident of the Student Dormitory are
specified separately.

(Residence Permission)
Article 8. Residence permission shall be granted by the university president based on the screening
result as mentioned in the preceding article.

(Valid Period of Residence Permission)
Article 9. Valid period of residence permission for the Student Dormitory shall be up to two years,
starting from the day residence permission is issued until the day specified by Toyohashi
University of Technology. However, resident permission period for the final year student
shall be given only up to the end of the current school year.

(Moving in Procedures)
Article 10. A student who is permitted to become a resident (hereinafter "resident") must follow the
moving in procedures specified by the university and move into their unit by the specified
date.

(Cancellation of Residence Permission)
Article 11. When a student who is permitted to become a resident does not follow the moving in
procedures for any reason, or does not move in by the specified date, the residence's
permission may be canceled.

(Payment of Accommodation Fee)
Article 12. The accommodation fee must be paid to the Accounting Division by the specified date of
each month.

(Electricity, heating and water utility charges)
Article 13. The expenses of electric and water, etc. used by residents privately (hereinafter, "electricity,
heating and water utility charges™) shall be paid by residents, to the company designated by

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the university president by the specified date of each month.

(Adherence)
Article 14. Residents shall observe the following items.

(1) Do not allow other people to stay overnight in the living room.

(2) Do not allow anyone including themselves to use the living room for any other purposes.

(3) Follow the instructions which are necessary for disaster prevention management, health
management, accident prevention and other management needed to run the Student Dormitory.

(4) For holding a students' convention at the Student Dormitory, and publishing a document, etc.,
School Rules of Toyohashi University of Technology (established on April 1, 1978) shall be
applied.

(Compensation Liability)
Article 15. Where a resident lost, damaged and stained facilities or equipment due to an intentional act
or gross negligence, a resident shall follow the instruction given by Toyohashi University of
Technology and pay compensation for the damage.

(Moving out procedures)
Article 16. A resident who wishes to move out of the Student Dormitory must submit the specified
Student Dormitory Moving out Application to the university president in advance to obtain
approval, then follow the instructions given by the Student Affairs Division before moving out.

(Exclusion Order)
Article 17. The university president can issue an exclusion order against a resident who is in breach of
one of the following items.
(1) still residing after residence permission term has expired.
(2) Falls behind payment of accommodation fee, shared expenses and electricity, heating and water
utility charges for three months or longer without reason.
(3) Not suitable for community life because of iliness or other health reason.
(4) False information was stated in the moving in application mentioned in Article 6.
(5) Breaches the provisions under Article 14.
(6) Poses other obstacles to management of the Student Dormitory.

(Leaving the Student Dormitory due to loss of right to reside.)
Article 18. A resident who has lost right to reside prescribed by Article 5 must leave the Student
Dormitory immediately, unless overridden by the university president.
2 The university president can issue an exclusion order against a resident who breaches the foregoing
provisions.

(Miscellaneous Rules)
Article 19. In addition to matters defined in these rules, other necessary matters regarding Student
Dormitory are specified separately.

Supplementary Rules
These rules shall be enforced from April 1, 2004.

2 Residential Rules for the Student Dormitory of Toyohashi University of Technology (established on
March 23, 1981) shall be abolished.
Supplementary Rules (2007 Rules No. 89 (March 26, 2008))
These rules shall be enforced from April 1, 2008.

Notes for disaster prevention at the Student Dormitory

A student who is permitted to be a resident of the Student Dormitory must observe the following
rules strictly.
Always handle fire with care to avoid fire incidents.
Participate in Fire and Disaster Drill implemented at the Student Dormitory without exception.
In the event that a disaster occurs, all residents must work together to carry out the duties
described in the Appendix to minimize the damage and manage the disaster.

4 A person who detects a fire, must report it to the fire station and the Student Affair Division (or
Guard station) immediately in accordance with the contact procedure described in the Appendix,
and use fire extinguishers to try to put out a fire in the initial stage.

5 The evacuation area during a fire and earthquake occurrence is the athletic field.

6  For other matters regarding disaster prevention, follow the instructions given by the university.

Management at the Student Dormitory once the official warning is issued

1 Residents of the Student Dormitory must always maintain the following, in case of an
earthquake occurrence.

(1) Ensure you have emergency food and drinking water.
(2) Check and organize your survival kit.
(3) Secure the furniture to prevent them from falling over.

2 When the official warning is issued, floor leaders and unit leaders shall take the lead, all
residents need to work together to manage the following matters; each resident needs to ensure
they have their own drinking water and check their survival kit, etc.

(1) Communicate the official warning to all residents.
(2) Close the gas valve in the kitchen.

(3) Carry a survival kit.

(4) Report status after a disaster.

(5) Liaison and coordinate with other buildings.
