<For payments via bank transfer>
Bank transfers will be processed on the 20%™.
Please make sure that your SMBC Bank account has sufficient funds.

Move-Out Procedures

O Decide your move-out date and fill in the “Move-Out Notice.”
Please ensure that your move-out date is a weekday and before 25 of the month to allow
for preparations for new residents.
O Submit the “Move-Out Notice” to the International Student Section at least two weeks
before your move-out date.
O Clean your room.
O Do not leave any personal items or garbage in International House (including in your
room, hallway, or common areas).

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Life in International House

There are two tutors living at International House. If you have any problems or questions, feel
free to ask them. Their rooms are on the first floor of Building A.

When you move in, make sure to receive a briefing on the garbage disposal rules from
the House tutors.

International House is home to residents of various ages, cultures, and values. Please respect
each other’s ways of life while living there. If the rules of International House are not followed,
or if any actions cause discomfort to other residents, we will notify the supervisor, and you may
be asked to leave the house immediately.

Rules of International House

<Room and House Rules>

O Do not make a spare key for your room/unit.

O Maintain silence during the nighttime hours (22:00 to 7:00).

O Do not let anyone other than yourself to stay overnight in your room.

O If you lose, damage, or soil your room or furniture or equipment of International House,
report it immediately to the International Student Section.

O

Do not allow non-TUT members to enter International House.

O

Do not leave personal belongings (or trash) in the hallways or shared spaces.

O Dispose of trash on the designated collection days, at the designated locations, and in the
designated manner.

O

Park your cars, motorcycles and bicycles in designated areas.

O Smoking is strictly prohibited inside your room, within the building, and anywhere on
International House premises.

O Do not use fire on the premises (BBQ and fireworks are prohibited).
<Dining Room (Building A, 2" floor)>
O The dining room is only available to residents of rooms A-201 to A-212.

O Do not leave items (foods or dishes) in the dining room. Any left items will be
discarded.

O Do not lock the dining room door under any circumstances. Please share and use the space
considerately with others.

<Shared Spaces>
O To use shared spaces (Japanese-style room, hall, study room), request permission from the
International Student Section at least 3 days in advance.

O If you plan to hold an event, such as a party, in International House, request permission from
the International Student Section at least 3 days in advance. Events are only permitted if
hosted by International House residents.

O Always clean up after using shared spaces. Failure to do so may result in denial of future
usage.

<Other Important Notes>

O Keep the building doors closed to prevent animals, such as cats, from entering.

O When leaving your room, ensure to turn off the cooking stove and lock the door.

O Check the mailbox (Building A, 1% floor) at least once a day.
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What to do when it is happening--- Stay calm and follow the instructions below:

If there is a suspicious person inside International House:

Immediately inform:
International Student Section, Student Affairs Division (Extension: 6546)
Campus Security (by the Main Gate, Extension: 6590)

If you need to signal for help from your room, use the emergency buzzer.
Press the buzzer button firmly through the plastic cover
The buzzer will sound in the hallway, and a red light will turn on.
Pressing the button again will turn off the red light, but the buzzer will continue.
Contact the campus security. Only security personnel can stop the buzzer.

If you have a problem:
* Noise at night
1. Inform the tutor to have them take care of the issue.
2. Report the situation to the International Student Section.
* Damaged, lost, or not working facilities or equipment in International House
Contact the International Student Section immediately.

If you lose your room key, report it to the International Student Section during weekdays
or to the Campus Security on weekends and holidays.
