Switching Oversea Driver’s License to Domestic (Japanese) License

If you want to use International Driver’s License, you are obliged to stay 3 months in your
own country after re-issuance of the International Driver’s License.

If you wish to drive in Japan continuously, you can switch your license issued in your
country to Japanese one. If you drive in Japan without switching and meeting the
above-mentioned conditions, you will be handled as unlicensed driver, and be imposed stiff
penalty. Necessary conditions and documents for switching the license are as follows.

Requirements

3
You must stay at least 3 months in your country after obtaining the driver’s license.

Foreign License should be valid in your country when you apply to switch.

To pass the knowledge confirmation and the practice confirmation.

Necessary Documents

Foreign Driver’s License issued in your country and the copy

Translation of the Foreign Driver’s License (1 copy)

Passport (with date stamp of the entry and departure)
*If you have several passports, submit all of one.

Certificate of Alien Registration and the copy
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e |nvalid Japanese License or Career Certificate of Japan (If you had a Japanese License.)

If you can’t speak and write Japanese, you should be accompanied by someone who can
interpret.
